Cadre — Serving the Poor One Dollar at atime

The word “cadre” originates from the military term “en cadre” which was used to refer to the
small group around whom a unit was formed. In the 1980s, the term was applied to the militia groups
involved in the numerous civil conflictsin Central America. At that same time under the direction of
Fr. “Marco” Marchlewski, a group of seniors at Regis Jesuit High School opted to take the term and
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apply it in away truer to its principle meaning—a group of committed people within an organization
that form, or have the capacity to form, the backbone of that organization—thus Padre’ s Cadre was
born. The idea behind Padre’ s Cadre was to have aweekly collection of money to support the Jesuit
missionsin Honduras. In the more than twenty years since its inception, the core concept of Cadre
has remained unchanged. Money is still collected regularly to support worthy causes.

Along the way two aspects of the program have changed. First, “Padre” was dropped from the
name when Fr. “Marco” left Regis Jesuit, and second, a special Mission Week was added during
Lent. Orchestrated by Student Council, funds raised during Mission Week continue to be directed to
the support of the missionsin Central and South America.

In its current incarnation, Cadre collections are taken up most weeks in both the Boys Division
and Girls Division of Regis Jesuit High School in support of a variety of worthy causes. This year,
collections have been taken for organizations spanning a gamut of needs from local charitieslike
Father Woody’ s Haven of Hope, a Denver-based nonprofit that serves the homeless and indigent, to
the Second Wind Foundation, which promotes teen suicide prevention through education, to Invisible
Children, the international organization that seeks to improve the quality of life for individuals living
in conflict and post-conflict regions of Uganda.

The students al so support the fundraising goals of Regis Jesuit as well by contributing to
collections for what will eventually become their class scholarships. Nearly every week, members of
the Cadre Club arm themselves with five-gallon buckets, stand at the doors as their classmates leave
for the day and ask for the extra dollars and cents stuffed in the pockets, purses and packs of their
companions. In the spirit of “giving to give and not to get,” the students are encouraged to become
leaders through service and compassionate giving in the imitation of Jesus. To date this school year,
Cadre at Regis Jesuit has raised more than $13,000 for 12 different organizations. The students [ook
forward to matching or exceeding that standard next semester, as well as surpassing the
approximately $30,000 collected by the community during last year’s Mission Week.

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St. John’s College High School — Belize, Central America

S.J.C. students build home for single mother
Dilia Barahona, a 45-year-old single mother of

Southside Belize City, is a much happier woman today,

having moved into her own new home, built by students

of St. John’s College High School under the guidance of

the charitable organization, Hand in Hand Ministries.

It took the helping hands of more than a dozen students

from S.J.C. with the assistance of some teachersand a

home construction expert, just four days to complete the
16 by 16 foot wooden structure, which comes complete with al necessary fixtures and an eight
by three extension for the bathroom. Thisis the second house SJC High School has built for a
family in Belize City.

The school not only provided the labor, but also opened
its pocket book and donated $6,500 towards the material, all
free of cost to Barahona and her 15-year-old son Jorge, who
isalso astudent at S.J.C. The family of two has already
moved into their new home, located off the Fabers Road
Extension, on south side Belize City.

The house is amodest home and Barahona says sheis
extremely grateful to the students, S.J.C. and Hand in Hand
Ministries.

Her new home is nothing compared to the dil apidated house she rented on Euphrates
Avenue, from which she was being threatened with eviction.

Abel Rodriguez of Hand in Hand Ministries, who assisted in making Barahona's dreams
come through, said the Barahonas visited the office seeking assistance after the owner of the
house she rented passed away in September. The new owners were going to evict her and she
had no where else to go.




Caribbean Secondary Education Certificate Examinations

He was presented with aU.S. Army
All-American Bow! jersey today in a special presentation in the school’ s Joseph Schulte Theater.
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Wingo, atalented running back who is being recruited from top colleges across the nation, is one
of only three student-athletes in the metropolitan area and 90 in the nation selected to play in the
2009 U.S. Army All-American Bowl. Featuring a powerful combination of speed and agility,
Wingo has already broken several school football records. In his most notable game this season
(against Vianney High School on October 3), he scored seven touchdowns and rushed for more
than 400 yards.

Currently, there are 280 men in Jesuit
formation in the United States.

"We learned alot about the Jesuits and the enormous role
they play in the Catholic Church,” says junior Jack Newsham. "It
was helpful that they came to visit, and everybody had alot of
guestions."

According to theology teacher Matt Sciuto, "this was an
opportunity to learn more about the Society of Jesus up close and
personal for my freshmen... My juniors got a chanceto hear alot
about how novices are taught, with clear examples of what we
discussed in class as experiential learning.”

Sciuto concludes, "This may be one of the best experiences
we have offered our students about vocationsin a classroom.”

The novices arrived in St. Louis on November 19 from St.
Paul, Minnesota, along with two Jesuit priests from the joint
novitiate. They traveled to Fort Benning, Georgiato participate in an Ignatian Teach-1n on
November 22 at the School of the Americas.




SLUH Wins World Quest Competition

St. Louis University High School, represented by Luke Chellis @0, Brendan Ross ©9, Joseph
Maher Schulte ©9 and Mark Waterman ©9, won the seventh annual "World Quest" international
knowledge competition at University Missouri-St. Louis on November 13. The Jr. Bills
competed against more than 20 other local schools, both private and public, to earn first place
and atrip to Washington D.C.

“It was atotal surpriseto us,” said senior Mark Waterman. “We didn’t know how we would
compare to the other teams.”

According to Waterman, the competition was composed of seven rounds of questions, with
such topics as international communication, Middle Eastern history, globalization and current
events.

With their first place finish, the SLUH team earned an expenses-paid trip to Washington
D.C. April 3-5, 2009. During their visit, they will do some sightseeing and will also square off
against about 60 teams throughout the country at the national competition, which will be held at
the National Press Club. Waterman indicated there is also a“potentia for atour of the White
House.”

SLUH Hosted | ssues Day

St. Louis University High School hosted its third Issues Day on October 24th. The event,
which has been held in presidential €l ection years since 2000, featured 44 guest speakers who
provided students the opportunity to learn more about key issues, such as civil liberties, respect
for life, healthcare reform and tax policy.

In replacement of aregular class schedule, SLUH had a special schedule to accommodate the
event®@activities. The day kicked off with a keynote presentation by Saint Louis University
economic professor Doug Marcouiller, S.J., and three Jesuit scholastics regarding the purpose of
Issues Day.

Students then separated into group discussions on topics of their choosing. All of these
discussions were focused on specific issues themselves, as opposed to political candidates. Some
notable speakers included: State Representative Bob Onder, who discussed immigration; Wall
Street Journal columnist Peter Ferrara, who talked about tax policy; and U.S. Army Major Julie
Caruso-Haines and former Navy Seal Eric Greitens, who both spoke about the War on Terror.

Following the discussions, students assembled in their respective homerooms to debate
among themselves key issues and reflect on the speakers. They aso participated in a mock
election to decide the next President of the United States, as well as the Governor for the State of
Missouri. The student body chose by both popular and electoral vote Republicans John McCain
and Kenny Hulshof for these positions, respectively.

Issues Day culminated with a debate between Executive Director of the Democratic Party
Michael Kelly and Patrick Werner, the chief of staff to Congressman Todd Akin. Students were
given the opportunity to ask questions of both Kelly and Hancock.

In the all-school assembly that concluded the day, SLUH President David Laughlin
reinforced the context around the day®activities. He emphasized the importance for Catholics to
use the values of their faith to shape their participation in the political process. Specificaly, he
referred to a document from the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops entitled Forming
Consciences for Faithful Citizenship. This document helps Catholics form their consciences so
they can make sound moral judgments about public choices.
